Tom,

I would like to take a couple minutes to thank you for convincing us to take a chance on your company.   As you know, when you first approached us about installing the T-8 lighting, we were rather skeptical regarding the cost savings.  It almost seemed too good to be true.  But I can report that our company is more than pleased with the overall results from the switch to the T-8 lights.  

When we were approached with the proposal for the Frigitek fan control system, the initial level of skepticism was not there but we did still question whether the Frigitek system could deliver the efficiencies claimed.  Once again we were more than pleased with the results.  

With the two systems provided to us from Energy Efficient, Inc., we have seen our overall electric bills drop from over $3,000 a month into the $1,800 range.  The proof was, indeed, in the pudding as they say and we thank you for convincing us of this.  

Should you come across other energy saving products, please keep us in mind.  We welcome the opportunity to build on our partnership and further increase our energy efficiency.

I did a cost broken down on the overall electricity savings that we have realized due to both the installation of the T-8 Hi-Bay lights  and the Frigitek fan controls.  I have shown the percentage of overall cost savings, as well as, price and the Kilowatt hours used before and after each of the retro-fits were done.

Regarding the retro-fit of our 400w HID lights with T-8 Hi-Bay lighting, we realized an overall electrical cost savings of 6.7%.  The breakdown is as follows:

Before - July 2007 - $ 3,057.77 – 33984 KWH Used – Avg Daily Usage 1133

After -    July 2008 - $ 2,467.70 – 31770 KWH Used – Avg Daily Usage 1059

In terms of the Frigitek, an average overall electrical costs savings of 29% has been realized after Frigitek was installed on our coils. The breakdown is as follows:

Before - November 2008 - $ 2,368.57 - 32640 KWH Used – Avg Daily Usage 960

After -    November 2009 - $ 1,971.67 – 23232 KWH Used   Avg Daily Usage 704
